DFW Airport Advisory Concerning UK Terror Threat

August 10, 2006

The federal government has declared a Level Orange alert for domestic airports

and a Level Red alert for flights between the US and the UK.

Just as was the case after 9/11, the DFW Airport Department of Public Safety, along

with our federal partners including the Transportation Security Administration, the FBI,

and other federal law enforcement agencies, have been proactive in responding in a

coordinated effort to meet all mandated requirements related to this latest threat, and

we will continue to do so.

In fact, DFW has initiated security measures above and beyond federally mandated

requirements, and we have assigned additional units throughout the airport, including

canine teams, and explosives ordinance officers.

We have also implemented enhanced security measures for secure areas of the airport.

Uniformed law enforcement presence has been increased in the terminals and at all

passenger checkpoints.

DFW is currently at a “Level Orange” security alert, with enhanced patrols in terminals

and garages.

DFW will display signage inside the terminals and handing out pamphlets at entry

plazas to advise passengers on what they can and cannot bring.

DFW is currently experiencing little to no delays in security checkpoint lines. The

airport has 19 checkpoints spread across five terminals, so there are few backups here.

Passengers who are traveling are asked to arrive 2 hours in advance of their scheduled

flights.

We encourage the entire airport community and our passengers to exercise vigilance.

If they see something that doesn’t look right, call 9-1-1 or contact any uniformed police

officer.

We are also asking our passengers to exercise as much patience as possible at security

checkpoints, and look for regular updates at www.dfwairport.com.

Most importantly, we are asking that ALL passengers help themselves to speed up the

security process by NOT TAKING any of the prohibited items mentioned through

security or onto an aircraft. This includes all liquids and gels of any type. These items

will be allowed in checked baggage, just not in any carry-on bags or on your person.

The only exceptions to this are baby formula, juice and breast milk, or prescription

drugs. Passengers will be advised to dispose of any prohibited items if they are

brought to the checkpoint.

In addition to normal passenger screening at the checkpoint, there is a second level of

TSA inspections at the boarding gates, where all passenger carry-on bags will be

visually inspected to ensure compliance with the new mandates prohibiting liquid

items.

This new process will begin today with all international flights, and will be expanded to

include all domestic flights tomorrow.

This is a very fluid and dynamic situation, and we do not know at this time how long the

current threat level will last. We will continue to make adjustments as needed, and be

vigilant as the threat either goes on or is resolved.

DFW is also asking all of its employees, along with all airline, vendor and contract

employees who work at the airport, to enhance their vigilance in the normal

performance of their duties.

Furthermore, DFW has activated its Emergency Operations Center to monitor activities

around the country and regionally, and to coordinate airport-specific operations.
