Federal Disaster Declaration Fact Sheet

May 7, 2007
On May 1, 2007, President Bush declared a major disaster for the State of Texas, triggering the release of Federal funds to help people and communities recover from the severe storms and tornadoes that occurred April 21-24, 2007.  Details of the disaster declaration and assistance programs are as follows.  The Disaster Declaration has been amended as indicated below in bold.
