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Tarrant County Hurricane Rita Update

By 7 a.m. Friday, Tarrant County had placed 397 Hurricane Rita evacuees

at area shelters. Four shelters in Arlington, Grapevine, Haltom City and

Hurst already have reached capacity.  

Evacuees are now being directed to the following shelters:

* Arlington Salvation Army (110 Rita guests and 25 Katrina guests)

* Birdville Baptist Church, Haltom City (currently with nine guests)

* Christian Center of Fort Worth, Haltom City (currently with 90)

* First Baptist Church, Grapevine (currently with 92)

* Forest Hill United Baptist Church (currently with 32)  

* Hurst Recreation Center, 700 Mary Drive (currently with 64) 

All evacuees must register at the Burleson staging area before they can

be accepted at Tarrant County shelters. The staging area is located at

the former Luby's Restaurant, I-35 at Renfro.

A second staging location is being prepared at the First United

Methodist Church of Mansfield, Walnut Creek Drive North at Pleasant

Ridge. An update will be sent when the site is operational.
